Asst./Assoc. Professor - Art Education

Reporting to the Chair of the Department of Art, this person will advise, teach, and supervise students in field placements in the graduate Art Education program. Responsibility for coordination with the School of Education in maintaining curriculum and accreditation standards is also expected. An earned doctorate, public school teaching experience, evidence of scholarly work, and technology skills are required. A secondary ability to teach studio or especially art history courses is strongly desired. Asst./Assoc. Professor - Ed. D. Program

Applications are being accepted for a full-time faculty position in the Education Doctorate program in Teaching and Learning.  This position will advise, teach, and guide doctoral students in scholarly research.  An earned doctorate, public school and higher education teaching experience, evidence of scholarly work and technology skills are required.  Experience directing graduate level educational research and guiding doctoral dissertations are obligatory.   
Asst./Assoc. Professor – Special Education

This position, reporting to the Dean of the School of Education, will advise, teach, and supervise students in field placements in the Special Education General Curriculum, Instructional and Behavior Support Specialist, master’s programs at the Athens campus.  An earned doctorate, public school teaching experience, evidence of scholarly work, and technology skills are required.  

Associate Dean – School of Education

The Associate Dean assists with leadership and management of the school and provides oversight for assessment and accreditation.  In addition, the appointment includes teaching responsibilities.
